However, with the 1941 arrival of
designer Betty Harrington, CAS moved into the production of the ceramic figurines
for which it is best known. Popular with consumers throughout the 1950s, Ceramic
Arts Studio pieces are highly prized today for their quality of execution, and imag-
inative, mid-twentieth century style.

Registrations are currently being accepted for “CAS Salutes the Fantastic '50s”,
the 2009 CAS Collectors Convention, which will be held in Madison on Saturday,
August 22nd . CAS Collectors is a group open to all those with an interest in the
work of Ceramic Arts Studio.

The 2009 Convention will feature activities and décor centered around the 1950s
theme, celebrating the Studio's second successful decade. From 9 am to 4 pm on
August 22nd, attendees will take in the Wisconsin Pottery Association Show & Sale
at the Alliant Energy Center. Later, all will gather at Madison's Howard Johnson
Plaza for the Convention festivities.

Getting the evening underway will be a social hour, and the popular “CAS On
Display Contest”; all in attendance are invited to submit entries. A buffet dinner and
membership meeting will be followed by the club's annual auction, featuring pro-
fessional auctioneer Shirley Baumann. Events will conclude with door prizes, and
presentation of the 2009 CAS Collectors Commemorative.

Convention registration, at $60 per person, includes all evening activities, plus the
Commemorative. Registrations received by May 31st will be eligible for an “earli-
est earlybird” prize drawing, to be held at the Convention.
